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Intruder policy 

Policy statement

We believe that the safety of the staff and children in our nursery is of paramount importance. We make every effort to keep our nursery secure from intruders.

Aim

The aim of this policy is to inform staff and parents/carers of the procedures to take in the event of an intruder being identified on the premises. All staff must be aware that it is their priority to maintain the safety of any children in their care as well as their own safety and to protect the nursery’s environment and equipment.

Procedures

An intruder is an individual in the nursery who has not followed established visitor procedures (see visitors procedure policy) and may or may not be a safety hazard to the nursery.

Intruder who is armed or believed otherwise poses a safety hazard;

· Alert all staff members

· Secure building

· Contact the police as soon as possible to report the incident

· Provide the operator with the following information:

1. Give information regarding location of the intruder, a physical and clothing description and the weapon involved, if any.

2. Advise the operator what you are doing to ensure the safety of the children and other members of staff.

3. Remain on the line until the operator advises you to hang up.

4. Monitor the location of the intruder until the police arrive.

· Once the police arrive provide them with the following information:

1. Location of the intruder.

2. Description of the intruder.

3. Information about any known weapons.

4. Any statements made by the intruder.

· Be prepared to keep media, parents and other community members out of the nursery. The police will secure the building. All staff members and official visitors should remain in their designated room with the children unless otherwise directed by the police, reassuring and engaging the children as appropriate. There will be a thorough investigation of the incident, and a report will be made by all staff involved.

· Inform Ofsted and the children’s parents of the incident and the subsequent investigation, with due regard to the confidentiality policy.
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
